Flute Talk magazine called Superflute 

ñastounding,ò while the Dutch journal Fluit said, ñHe is a good flutist, noteworthy for his good 

command of the piccolo.ò The Flute Networkĭs review of American Reflections stated that 

ñGarrisonôs playing combines great virtuosity, superb control of musical expression, and high 

energy with lyricism.  It is quickly evident on the Beaser Souvenirs that he is a specialist on the 

piccolo.ò 

 

Garrison has played flute and piccolo in the Chicago Symphony (including a 2003 tour of Ja-

pan) and the Tulsa Philharmonic, performed on American Public Mediaôs "Performance To-

day," won the 2003 Byron Hester Competition, performed on both flute and piccolo at numer-

ous National Flute Association conventions and as concerto soloist with many orchestras. He 

has taught at The University of Tulsa, Bowling Green State University, the University of Ar-

kansas, and the University of Wisconsin at Eau Claire. The Flutist Quarterly and Flute Talk 

have published his articles. 

 

Leonard holds a Doctor of Music degree from Northwestern University, where he studied with 

Walfrid Kujala and Richard Graef. He received Master of Music and Master of Arts degrees 

from The State University of New York at Stony Brook, studying with Samuel Baron. His 

Bachelor of Music is from The Oberlin Conservatory of Music, where his teacher was Robert

His work as a choreographer of historical 

dance gives him a distinctive insight into the dance music of the baroque and classical periods.  

He has many yearsô experience working with the widest range of students and professional in-

strumentalists and singers.  Stephen Prestonôs teaching philosophy extends beyond the narrow 

boundaries of stylistic performance and he is equally successful whether working with period 

performers or with modern instrumentalists and singers.  Preston lectures, teaches, and coaches 

at Britainôs four leading music academies, the Royal College of Music, the Royal Academy of 

Music, Trinity College, and the Guildhall School of Music and Drama.
